3. Wiring the Power Inputs

The Upper Panel of the Industrial Managed Switch indicates a DC inlet power
socket and consists of one terminal block connector within 6 contacts. Please
follow the steps below to insert the power wire.

1. Insert positive/negative DC power wires into Contacts 1 and 2 for Power 1,
or Contacts 5 and 6 for Power 2.

4. Terminal Setup

To configure the system, connect a serial cable to a COM port on a PC or
notebook computer and to RJ45 type serial (console) port of the Industrial
Managed Switch. The console port of the Industrial Managed Switch is DCE
already, so that you can connect the console port directly through PC without
the need of null modem.

5.2 Saving Configuration via Web

In the Industrial Managed Switch, the running configuration file stores in the
RAM. In the current version, the running configuration sequence of running-
config can be saved from the RAM to FLASH by executing save startup config
command, so that the running configuration sequence becomes the startup
configuration file, which is called configuration save.

To save all applied changes and set the current configuration as a startup
configuration, the startup-configuration file will be loaded automatically across
a system reboot.

1. Click Maintenance > Open Switch Maintenance on the left page >
Press Save Startup Config.
